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	Sustainable Forestry Initiative Standard (SFIS 2010-2014) Awareness Information for BCTS Licensees, Permittees and Contractors



The BC Timber Sales office of the Cariboo-Chilcotin Business Area (including the Williams Lake TSA, Quesnel TSA and TFL 52) attained SFI certification under the Sustainable Forestry Initiative, December 13, 2007. 
Certification under the Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) confirms that our business area operates in a manner that promotes sustainable forest management, and that our program integrates the sustainable growing and harvesting of trees with the protection of wildlife, plants, soil, water, and air quality.  The SFI standard can be found on the Sustainable Forestry Initiative website at:  www.sfiprogram.org
The SFI standard is based on 14 core principles that must be addressed by program participants, as well as twenty specific objectives and multiple performance measures and indicators.  To address the standard, the Cariboo-Chilcotin Business Area (CCBA) developed a Sustainable Forest Management Plan that is available on the CCBA website at: www.for.gov.bc.ca/bcts/areas/TCC_certification.htm.

Our Sustainable Forest Management Plan (SFMP) demonstrates how we have addressed the principles and objectives of the SFI standard, and details how we measure our performance against the standard using specific indicators and by developing programs that outline how CCBA conducts our business operations.

Becoming SFI certified caused very little change to our existing business processes because CCBA was already operating under most of the SFI principles of sustainable management.  On the ground management to ensure we continue to operate in a sustainable manner is managed through our commitments to programs such as our Environmental Management System (EMS) and our Forest Stewardship Plans (FSPs).   

Up to this point in time, there have been no changes resulting from SFI certification to our daily business processes that affect deliverables we expect from our Licensees, Permittees and Contractors, and therefore no changes to implement for our Licensee, Permittees and Contractors.  Should changes become necessary, information will be forwarded directly to the affected clients and contractors.
