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The purpose of this review is to evaluate contractor performance over time and should be done at the end of contracts or annually.  This review also serves to generate statistical information which flows into management review summaries based on the summary of inspection observations (it is expected that with improvements to genus this form will become obsolete being replaced by reports from genus).  The information for the review will be primarily derived from previous monitoring and inspections (Checklist 19-3) conducted by BCTS and may be augmented by information and documentation provided by the contractor.  The overall performance conclusion will be guided by the summary of observations as well as other information as appropriate.  This review should feed into the overall contract performance review for purposes of reference checks and or consideration for renewal or amendments to the contract.
