Dear Registrant:

Over the past two years, the forest industry in British Columbia has continued to make
progress on improving its record on Forest Worker safety. BC Timber Sales (BCTS) remains
committed to maintaining this positive trend, and to our campaign for Safety Accord Forestry
Enterprise (SAFE Company) certification. Due to this fact, all Timber Sale Licences (TSL)
advertised after December 31, 2008 will have requirements for SAFE Company certification.

This letter provides you with some important details related to the December 31, 2008
deadline.

· All companies or parties directing the activities of workers or contractors on a TSL
area will have to be SAFE Company certified.

· All contractors employing other sub-contractors or workers on a TSL area will need to
be SAFE Company certified.

· For all TSLs advertised between April 1,2007 and January 1, 2009, there will
continue to be the expectation for registration in the SAFE Companies Program (SCP).

· BCTS enterprises (registrants) need not be SAFE Company certified to bid.

The SCP of the BC Forest Safety Council (the Council) has only been in place for two years
and, as of May 23,2008,603 firms have successfully achieved certification and another 3,454
have been registered. The number of SAFE Company certified organizations represents about
one-third of the small and large forest industry employers in the province. There has been a
steady increase in the number of SAFE Company certified organizations since the
commencement of the SCP, which has become firmly established as the safety standard for
the forest industry.
