3.1 Simms Creek Tom provided a recap of past projects that the Simms Creek Stewards accomplished. For 2009 Tom CARRIED FWD

3.2 Trial Maintenance

Stewards

proposes to create water storage to feed the creek over the dry periods. The proposed area is a very
dense wildlife one and there aren't many of these in the BLLA. Tom is recommending that 30-40
alder trees be taken out, probably coniferous. Purpose is to keep the creek wet so fish aren’t
stranded. The berms will be the approximate size of the ones in the Butterfly area. Motion: Approve
in principle for water retention storage area west of the ERT. Motion approved in principle. Tom was
given the go ahead to proceed and report back to the Committee.

All trails were maintained in 2008. A bit of history...due to the difficulty in obtaining funding for trail
maintenance through the Ministry of Forests & Range (MFR), Greenways made a proposal about
three years ago saying that their focus would be to look after trail maintenance and stewardship.
Paul Nuttall has been able to get some funding and resourcing during the 08/09 fiscal.

Action: Bob Dice will check the status of the ERT Road as an FS Road.

Lots of great work being done on the BLLA trails. There were a number of unauthorized trails built
and there were a number of issues around the impact to the surrounding area that these
unauthorized trails could cause. Four of these trails will be decommissioned. There is an identified
gap in what the BLLA offers users in the way of trail biking. There was recognition given to a local
bike group who have done some good trail maintenance and taken down some of these structures.
Recommend a trail or area is given to the bike groups and to encourage these groups to help
maintain the BLLA trails. Agenda topic for the next meeting will be the technical side to trail building
standards.

3.3 UBC Research Howie Harshaw (harshaw@interchange.ubc.ca) presented/summarized the findings from the ONGOING
Project 2008 Beaver Lodge Lands User Survey. He welcomes any thoughts, suggestions, or corrections from Paul Nuttall

Committee members regarding the report and his interpretation of the results - it will be good
to better contextualize things.

Recommendation #1 — reassert the role of the BLFL as a research forest.
- Advertise research opportunities in the BLFL.

- Highlight research activities and outcomes.

- Include recreation as a research priority.
- Develop education/interpretative materials about the practice of forestry and the importance
of continued research.

Recommendation #2 — continue to monitor recreation use and visitor attitudes.

- Recreation use is high: could have impacts on the environment, research, and other

recreationists.

- Review the BC Trails Strategy to identify synergies between opportunities in the BLFL and

Provincial directions.
Recommendation #3—develop and enforce policies for dog walking.

- Enforce a policy of dog walkers picking up after their dogs-provide bag dispensers and

garbage bins at trailheads.

- Consider spatial and temporal zoning of off-leash areas (and perhaps dog-free areas t00).
Recommendation #4—discourage access to the BLFL by car. Encourage self-propelled means of
getting to the forest.

- Development of additional parking areas can be expensive (and require maintenance).

- Provide bike racks.

- Explore opportunities with active living initiatives.

Recommendation #5—post signs in/at closed areas.
- Signs should explain reasons for closure (e.g. restoration, research, wildlife concerns, etc.).
- Use research areas as springboard for forest education and interpretation.

Further conversation to the Trail Maintenance discussion. Due to the numerous unauthorized building
of bike trails, next steps/solutions were discussed. Primary concerns were that of safety and
ecological integrity. Suggestions were to ‘ramp-up' education and communication by using such
resources as the local newspapers and CRTV. Another idea was to write another letter to the
residents who abut the BLLA to remind them of the sensitivity of the Lands.

This is the only project in our community of this type. We will see 7 people employed for
4-6 months. The proposal targeted the BLLA, which greatly benefits the community. There have
been a multitude of local supporters (Greenways, Department of Fisheries, Simms Creek Stewards,
MFR) for this project. Tasks will involve patching trails, brushing, ditching, trail maintenance,
identifying and resolving danger tree issues. To make this project a success feedback, good and bad,
is needed.
