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RE: Forestry Operating Parameters within GRAZING LEASES
to Minimize the Impact on Forage Production

Much of the timber on grazing leases contributes to the Annual Allowable Cut (AAC) within the
Kamloops Timber Supply Area. Since grazing leases have interests that must be protected and
rights may vary from lease to lease, reference must be made to each lease to determine which
rights accompany each individual tenure,

The Crown reserves the rights to harvest timber and establish future tree crops on the lease area

and the Crown reserves the right to permit others to enter and remove timber from a grazing
lease.

However, forage production on a grazing lease is critical and any harvesting or forestry activity
must be scheduled to minimize interference with grazing on the land. It is accepted that many of
these sites are currently overstocked with yellow pine and Douglas fir prior to harvesting and
that some harvesting will promote a forage base.

Some general objectives when planning harvesting on grazing leases are:

I The Forest Licensee should communicate early on in the Forest Development Plan with

the grazing lease holder on such issues as site preparation method, planting and
harvesting method.

z. Harvesting or other forestry activities should be scheduled in consultation with the
grazing lease holder in order to minimize impacts on the grazing use of the land.

3 Manage forestry activities in a manner that maintain the grazing lease owners ability to
manage stock distribution.

4. Enhance forage production where feasible through good communication and cooperation.
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
