Terms and conditions for Minor Salvage in Sensitive Ecosystems in Areas Without a
Silviculture Prescription

Preamble

Section 28 of the Timber Harvesting Practices Regulations addresses minor salvage of
less than 500 cubic meters in sensitive ecosystems. This regulation states: A person must
not carry out a minor salvage operation in any of the following areas (as shown below)
unless harvesting has been approved in a silviculture prescription or the person has
received in writing from the District Manager the terms and conditions that apply to the
carrying out of the minor salvage operation:

a) riparian management zones;

b) known forest ecosystem networks;

¢) wildlife tree patches;

d) known old growth management areas;
e) known ungulate winter ranges.

FENSs, wildlife tree patches and old growth management areas are AAC net-down areas
with specific ecological objectives that may be compromised by minor salvage
harvesting. As a result, these areas will not be targeted for minor salvage opportunities.
To ensure long term maintenance, only those harvesting proposals that address forest
health risks will be considered within these areas.

The following terms and conditions are meant to be prescriptive in nature and

incorporated into minor salvage proposals. Salvage proposals that go beyond these terms
and conditions must be referred to BC Environment.

Terms and Conditions

Riparian Management Zones

¢ ensure that harvesting in the management zone does not reduce the windfirmness of
the Riparian Reserve Zone.

o establish no-work zones around wildlife trees (dead stems > 30 cm dbh or stems
exhibiting evidence of active nests, cavities or excavations) that occur within the
riparian reserve zone and pose hazards to workers operating within the riparian
management zone.

e leave all trees felled within the RRZ as coarse woody debris if they do not pose a
forest health problem or unless BCE advises removal for streambank stability
purposes.

e minimize road construction or the upgrading of existing access.

» rchabilitate all roads and skid trails constructed within the RMZ as soon as is
practically possible (within two years).
