

CRITERIA FOR REVISED VANDERHOOF FOREST DISTRICT
ARCHAEOLOGICAL POTENTIAL MODEL (Version 3)

In the sub-zones listed under the Revised Model the AIA requirements are:


HIGH  =
Archaeological Impact Assessment (AIA) required where there is high archaeological potential within the harvest boundary.


MOD  =
Archaeological Reconnaissance Survey (ARS) required on harvest areas of moderate archaeological potential adjoining areas of high archaeological potential within harvest area of the cutblock

Examples;

1. If part of the harvest boundary included an area of high archaeological potential, then an AIA would be required on the portion in high archaeological potential and an ARS would be required on the adjoining harvest area with moderate archaeological potential.

2. If the WTP is included in an area of high archaeological potential and the adjoining harvest area is within moderate archaeological potential, then neither AIA or ARS are required.

Sub-Zone I:  Trail Corridors


Potential

HIGH
0-250 m each side of centreline of trail locations (Aboriginal trail/travel routes from archival maps and oral histories)


HIGH
0 - 250 m from primary streams (e.g. Nechako River) within 1 km of trail


HIGH
0 - 100 m from any waterbody over 5 ha within 1 km of trail


HIGH
0 - 100 m from secondary streams (e.g. Corkscrew Creek) within 1 km of trail


HIGH
0 -   50 m from wetlands contiguous to waterbodies over 5 ha


MOD
Any area within 1 km of trail centreline that is not included in above or that is in low


LOW
All areas between 250 - 1 000 m from trail centreline that have a slope greater than 45% as measurable on TRIM or slope greater than 30% as measured on the ground

Sub-Zone II:  Glacial Lake Nechako (Agriculture Belt)


Potential


HIGH
0 - 200 m from big lakes (e.g. Fraser Lake)


HIGH
0 - 150 m from primary streams (e.g. Nechako River)


HIGH
0 - 100 m from secondary streams (e.g. Stoney Creek)


HIGH
0 - 100 m from small lakes over 5 ha


HIGH
0 -   50 m from all wetlands contiguous to a waterbody over 5 ha


MOD
All remaining areas of Glacial Lake Nechako except low potential areas


LOW
All areas that have slope greater than 45% on TRIM or that have a slope greater than 10% as measured on the ground.

Sub-Zone III:  High Elevation Areas (above 1 150 m)

Sub-Zone IV:  Middle Elevation (790 - 1 150 m)

HIGH
0 - 100 m from waterbodies over 5 ha


HIGH
0 - 100 m from primary (e.g. Chilako River) and secondary streams (e.g. Greer Creek)


HIGH
0 -   50 m from wetlands contiguous to waterbodies over 5 ha


MOD.
100 - 200 m from waterbodies over 5 ha


MOD.
  50 - 100 m from primary and secondary streams


MOD.
  50 - 100 m from wetlands contiguous to waterbodies over 5 ha


LOW
All areas not in high or moderate.  All areas that have a slope greater than 45% on TRIM or greater than 30% on the ground

Sub-Zone V:
Low Elevation (below 790 m not within Glacial Lake Nechako or within 1 km of Aboriginal Trail Route

0 - 150 m from primary streams (e.g. Stuart River)


HIGH
0 - 150 m from big lakes (e.g. Francois Lake)


HIGH
0 -   50 m from secondary streams (e.g. Dog Creek near Stuart River)


HIGH
0 -   50 m from small lakes over 5 ha


HIGH 
0 -   50 m from wetlands contiguous to a waterbody over 5 ha


MOD.
150 - 300 m from primary streams (e.g. Stellako River)


MOD.
150 - 300 m from big lakes


MOD.
  50 - 100 m from secondary streams


MOD.
    0 - 100 m from small lakes over 5 ha


MOD.
  50 - 100 m from wetlands contiguous to waterbodies over 5 ha
