Guidelines for Oracle data fixes:
1. All data fix scripts must be compatible with SQL*Plus.

2. All data fix scripts must be approved by the appropriate Data Custodian or designate before DBA will process.

3. Script delivery is typically via email to the Data Custodian, and forwarded with approval to DBAHELP (FORHISP.DBAHELP@gov.bc.ca).  Other delivery methods (eg. FTP site for large scripts) must be discussed with DBA first.
4. DBA strongly recommends using SQL command scripts over PL/SQL scripts.  DBAs will review command scripts and fix minor errors.  DBA will not look at the content of PL/SQL scripts.  DBA reserves the right to reject any scripts due to performance, syntax, or other concerns.
5. Do not include any DDL in any data fix script.  If you want to create a temporary table to do the job, you MUST have a meeting with the DBA before proceeding.

6. You should test the syntax of your script by using the predicate in a select statement.  However, please do not leave the select statement in the script when you send it to the DBAs. 

7. You should check for referential integrity problems before sending the script to the DBAs.  All physical relationships are listed in the PARENT_CHILD_RELATIONSHIPS table, including those that span applications.
8. Do not include ANY commit commands in the script.

9. Do not include any spooling commands.  

10. If you want to include comments, each comment line must begin with --.  Do not use /* */ for a block of comments.

11. Where possible, supply the expected row count for the data fix.  Unless you specify the row count to be approximate, the row count will be treated as exact.  If the commands do not process the exact number of rows, all changes will be rolled back.

12. When updating a number of tables for a logical unit of work, please keep all commands in the same script file.
