CULTURAL HERITAGE RESOURCE INFORMATION SHARING AGREEMENT
(“this Agreement”)
1.0
Purpose

This Agreement is entered into for the following reasons:

1.1 To provide a protocol for the protection, storage and use of cultural heritage information provided to the Province of British Columbia (“the Province”) by XXX.

1.2
To ensure that there is a continuing relationship and communication process between the XXX and the Province regarding access to, and use of, cultural heritage information.
1.3
To ensure that all available cultural heritage information is accessible to the Province for land use planning processes and to assist provincial agencies in undertaking consultation with XXX.
2.0
Application
2.1
This Agreement applies to all cultural heritage information gathered by the XXX and provided to the Province for storage in the Traditional Use Study Database (TUSD) for use by provincial agencies in consultation and land use planning processes.
3.0
Information Sharing
3.1
The Ministry of Forests and Range will store cultural heritage information provided by the XXX in the TUSD.
3.2 Information provided by the XXX to the TUSD may be accessed and used by provincial agencies for initial review when engaging in consultation processes for operational planning and land use planning decisions.
3.3 The Province accepts that the review of the TUSD information alone does not fulfill provincial requirements for consultation and that TUS data is intended to be a tool to assist both parties when engaging in consultation processes for operational planning and land use planning processes. 

3.4 Confidential Cultural Heritage Resource information provided to the Province by the XXX, and identified as such in writing, shall not be released to the general public and will be subject to applicable provincial policy and legislation, including the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act and the Heritage Conservation Act. 
3.5 Any XXX Cultural Heritage Resource information held by the Province in the TUSD which is accessed by a provincial agency during a consultation process will be taken into consideration by the Province in operational planning and land use planning process and decisions.
