The "Sooke Potholes" are uncommonly well develgped examples of this type of river
formation; warm water temperatures apd the varyipg size and depth of pools plus
adjacent small gravel beaches make the locatiop gost desirable for family swimming
activities. .

Proposed addition contains the most pecreationg]ly attractive potholes plus a canyon
and falls up river; a trail leads to these pothgles from the park; site also contains
land suitable for development of day-use facilities and level land where a parking
lot can be constructed. ; .

evaluation:
The “Potholes” are one of the most popular fresh water swimming locations in the
Greater Victoria Area. Present park area does not contain the most popular
potholes, nor does it have sufficient upland for suitable development of picnic
sites and parking. Curvent use levels are such that traffic congestion and lack
of parking area {visitors can only park along voad edges) have several times
resulted in a number of park visitor vehicles being towed away in order to maintain
access.

Addition of a portion of Lot 166 would place park status over the "best” potholes
and solve frustrating access and circulation problems that are currently limiting
recreational use of the area.
