SCHEDULE A

FOR SINGLE TREE DISPOSAL

PART 1: GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Definitions

1.01
In this document, the following words shall have the following meanings:

(a) "The Company" refers to the party with whom the Contractor has executed this agreement, and is represented by the Contract Co-ordinator.

(b) "Contract Co-ordinator" refers to an incumbent of the Company who is responsible for monitoring and documenting progress of contract performance and enforcing 
the terms and conditions of this agreement.

(c) "Treatment" refers to the falling and burning or falling and peeling of bark beetle infested trees.

(d) "IBM" means Mountain Pine Beetle



Attack Classification for IBM as defined on FS form 430-1 RNE 96/5:



Current Attack (C)



Two-year cycle: one-year old attack with brood (Y1)



Brood Flown (Y2)



Grey Attack (X)

(e) "DBH" refers to tree diameter measured outside the bark at a point 1.3 metres 
above ground level.

PART 2: STANDARDS OF PERFORMANCE AND WORK PROGRESS


General 

2.01
Unless otherwise specified by the Contractor Co-ordinator, the Contractor shall conduct fall and burn operations in accordance with the procedures specified in this Agreement.

2.02 The Contractor represents and warrants that he is familiar with and understands the provisions of the Bark Beetle Management Guidebook and BC Environment's Opening Burning Smoke Control Regulation that are applicable to this Agreement.

2.03 The Company will provide:

(a) White copies of 1:20,000 scale forest cover maps identifying the fall and burn sites.

(b) White copies of 1:10,000 scale survey maps showing the fall and burn sites in relation to the ground survey line.

(c) A fall and burn layout summary identifying the number of trees and diameter by infestation to be treated.

(d) A fall and burn computer printout (Appendix A).

(e) Airphotos if requested by the contractor. 

Treatment Procedures

2.04 The Contractor will supply a field crew and all equipment and materials required to satisfactorily complete this mountain pine beetle - fall and burn contract (all found).  CAMP STANDARDS will apply, if the contractor chooses to set-up a Camp.
2.05 Submit for approval by the Contract Co-ordinator a Work Progress Plan outlining resources to be used, infestations to be treated and scheduling of work prior to commencement of this contract.  The Company and/or Contract Co-ordinator must approve deviations from this plan.

2.06 The Contractor shall locate all trees scheduled for treatment using field notes provided and attached maps.  These current and one year old with brood attack trees have been identified in the field with a paint ring or Pest Management ribbon placed at breast height.

2.07 All tree designated for Fall and Burn treatment will be done to the following standards:

(a) All trees marked with a double paint or flagged ring shall be felled only.  Trees should be bucked into blocks, and where possible piled around the stump.

(b) All trees marked and scheduled to be piled and burned shall be burned so that all of the bark including the cambium layer is completely destroyed.

(c) All trees marked to be piled and burned shall be burned completely to an eight (8) cm top.

(d) All piles shall be burned prior to successful completion of the contract.

(e) Wherever possible, stumps shall be burned by locating burn piles on top of them.  No stump shall exceed thirty (30) centimeters in height.

(f) All stumps of all marked and treated trees, shall be stripped of their bark to mineral soil unless burned as in e) above.

(g) Infestation ribbons are not to be burned.  If there is a danger of this, the ribbon is to be moved to an adjacent non-attacked tree. 
2.08 All trees designated for Fall and Peel treatment by the Contractor shall be:

(a) Felled and peeled to an eight (8) centimetre top so that all bark, including the cambium is removed from the stem;

(b) Treated so that all stripped bark is piled and burned on a mineral soil exposed or snow covered locality;

(c) Felled so that no stump shall exceed thirty (30) centimetres in height;

(d) Peeled of bark to mineral soil on stumps.

2.09 Y2 stems may be felled, if required to aid in burning current attack stems.

2.010 The Contractor shall conduct fall and burn and / or fall and peel operations with minimal damage to the site and surrounding healthy stems.

2.011 The Contractor shall immediately advise the Contract Co-ordinator of areas that, in their opinion, may require additional fall and burn treatment.

2.012 If the Contractor treats unmarked infested trees without prior written approval by the Contract Co-ordinator, the Contract Co-ordinator shall decide whether or not the Contractor shall be compensated for the treatment.

Field Inspections

2.13
The Company shall conduct field inspections by checking, at its discretion, the results of all trees treated by the Contractor on a portion or all of the payment area.

2.014 Where the Company conducts a field inspection it shall assess:

(a) the number of trees indicated for treatment versus the number of trees the Contractor treated; 

(b) unburned tree pieces and tops;

(c) stumps of treated trees;

(d) site selection of burned material (pertaining to spot selection and adjacent healthy stems).

PART 3:  PAYMENT

Basic Payment

3.01 Payment for each payment area shall be based on the rate per tree set out in Schedule B of this Agreement

Payment Assessments

3.02 ASSESSMENTS

(a) For improperly treated trees, the Contractor will forfeit the price of one (1) tree plus a penalty price of one (1) tree for each improperly treated tree.  Unburned tree pieces, unsatisfactorily treated stumps, or unsatisfactorily treated tree tops shall be sufficient evidence of improperly treated trees.

(b) For missed marked trees - the Contractor will forfeit the price of the missed trees, plus one (1) tree penalty per missed tree.

(c) If the contract is not satisfactorily completed by the deadline date, there shall be a $200.00 penalty for each working day overdue.

(d) The Contractor is liable for camp cleanup costs.

PART 4: NON-COMPLIANCE AND TERMINATION

Unsatisfactory Work Quality

4.01
Work quality shall be deemed unsatisfactory in instances where the Contractor:

(a) Misses a Marked Tree - A tree that was marked for treatment that was not treated.  

(b) Leaves Unburned Tree Pieces - Tree pieces with any portion of the bark, including cambium that is NOT completely destroyed.

(c) Leaves Unsatisfactorily Treated Stumps - All stumps of all trees that are NOT stripped of all bark to mineral soil.

(d) Leaves Unsatisfactorily Treated Tree Tops - A top NOT burned to eight (8) cm diameter.

(e) Jeopardizes the health of stems adjacent to treated stems.

4.02
If in the opinion of the Company, the Contractor's Work Quality is unsatisfactory the Company shall notify the Contractor in writing, specifying the fault and the notice shall:

(a) specify if the Company wishes to exercise it's option to require the Contractor to rework the area and provide a deadline for compliance if proceeding with a rework of the area.
